DIFFICULT TIME OF COVID-19 LOCK DOWN PERIOD 
********************************************************************************** 

REPORT OF THE CHARITABLE ACTIVITIES DURING THE COVID-19 LOCK DOWN 

PERIOD (MARCH-APRIL-MAY-JUNE-2020) 

1. Initially, we had started with distributing provision kit worth Rs.1,400/- 

containing 10 kgs of rice and 14 items provisions&  groceries for 62 Most 

needy families who we identified as most suffering (such as “Sradha 

Brahmanas, assistant of Vaidikas, assistant cooks etc.,) due to the sudden 

lock down and loss of jobs). Our volunteers procured pass from the 

authorities and distributed at their house door steps.  

2. On the Vishu day ie., April,14th, 2020, we have distributed “Vishu 

Kaineetam” Rs.1,000/- per head to 15 most needy Persons who is 

affected very badly by this lock down. 

3. And in May, 2020, as our 2nd Phase of helping hand in association with 

similar organisations, distributed Provision kits worth Rs.1,500/- per kit to 

120 families in 3 districts (91 in Kozhikode, 19 in Wayanad & 1 in Kannur).  

The kit included 10 kg of raw rice and 7.5 kg of provisions & groceries 

were delivered to their respective houses at door step. 

4. In the 3rd Phase, TBSSBVCC Trust again jointly distributed in association 

with other organisations, similar provision & grocery kits (10 kg rice and 

7.5 kg provisions by us) to 91 Brahmin families in Kozhikode Dist. Which 

also delivered by the volunteers to the door steps of our community 

members. 

5. In the lock down period, we had collected useable dresses from our 

community members and distributed to the very needy persons who were 

in various Covid-19 camps organised by the Dist. Administration through 

our community volunteers. 

6. From 16th April, 2020 to 08th May, 2020, We had started  community 

kitchen at Tali Brahmana Samooham Madom premises, Kozhikode and 

could prepare and distribute food packets (lunch) to 16,567 persons 

altogether thru Calicut Corporation and also others who are in camps 

and stranded in and around Tali areas.  This kitchen run for 23 days in the 

joint auspices of TBS & TBSSBVCC Trust. 



7. In addition to the above, in association with Kerala Police (SPC wing) and 

Nanma foundation, we could distribute 8961 packets of tiffin (dinner) 

to the destitutes and stranded people as a part of the “For a Hungry 

Stomach” programme.  

8. We had also given provision kits to 10  persons/families to those who have 

returned from the Covid-19 camps as per the recommendation from 

Kasaba village Administration. 

9. In June, 2020, we have distributed kits which included Provision/Grocery 

and Vegetables to Kundumbasree/Corporation waste collectors from the 

Tali Sri Mahaganapathi Temple, TBS, Vedapatasala & Tali 

Vettakkorumakan Temple & Employee of TBS Cremation ground, Coconut 

pluckers/climbers and pickers. This programme was inaugurated by 

Smt.Beena, Kasaba Village Officer. 

10. Under the auspices Tali Sri Mahaganapathi Sri Balasubramania Temple, 

distributed 2000 masks to people in and around Tali & Chalappuram areas. 

11. Donated Small TVs with Wifi Dish for one year to Poor Students through 

Dist.Childline authorities enabling the State Govt. School Students to 

attend online classes. 

 Further we observed that this prolonged lock down has affected very badly 

the community members and still struggling and not able to align themselves 

to normalcy.  Hence, we have decided to distribute Provision kit worth 

Rs.1,400/- to another 100 families in our community. It started on the 

“Soorya Grahanam day” ie., last Sunday, the 21st of June, 2020. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

We had distributed Food through community kitchen for around 40 days distributing 

lunch & dinner for around 25,000 stranded people on the 1st Wave, and distributed 

with the help of Dist.Admn, Police & SCP. AND In addition, 10 Times (Almost every 



month) Distribution of provision kits worth Rs.1,400/- to around 130 needy families 

of Kozhikode Dist & 3 times for families spread in 5 districts.  

The Covid-19 had returned more vigorously and dangerously as 2nd Wave and attacking our 

whole country. So, as per the request of Dist. Admn, Kozhikode, we had started 

community kitchen from 11/05/2021 with the food for dinner and being distributed by 

police authorities.  

Activities since May-2021 

 Food through community kitchen for around 40 days distributing dinner for around 10,000 

stranded people, distributed with the help of Dist.Admn, Police & SCP. 

 4  Times Distribution of provision kits worth Rs.1,400/- to around 130 needy families 

of Kozhikode Dist & 3 times for families spread in 5 districts.  

 Conducted 4 Covi-19 Vaccination Camps and TBS Premises and made possible to 

Vaccinate around 400 Senior Citizens and youths during the months of July & August,
